On October 1, 2024, NerdWallet, Inc. (the Company), entered into an amendment (the Second Amendment) to the Credit Agreement dated as of
September 26, 2023 (the Credit Agreement) with JPMorgan Chase Bank, National Association, as administrative agent, and a syndicate of lenders. Among
other things, the Second Amendment permits the Company to acquire an unrestricted subsidiary and/or to invest up to an aggregate of $15,000,000 in
unrestricted subsidiaries in any fiscal year, subject to standard provisions and limitations for unrestricted subsidiaries.
